Percentiles

A percentile indicates a point below which a percentage of scores falls. For example, if you are in
the 75" percentile, 75% of the people have scores lower than your score, and 25% of the people
have scores above your score. The normal curve below shows percentiles for each multiple of 0.5
standard deviation from the mean.
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
